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utocontrolul, stabilitatea emotionala si comportamentul la preadolescenti

Summary

In this article addresses the issue of the emotional sphere of preadolescents, emotional
stability and self-control specific to preadolescents. It is noted that preteen age is a critical period
of development of emotional stability, self-regulation and self-conscious. There are described the
factors that contribute to emotional stability and self-control of preadolescents. It examines how
the development of emotional stability and self-control preteen influence on their behavior.
Key-words: preteen, self-control, emotional stability, behavior, deviant behavior.

Rezumat

In prezentul articol se abordeazi problema sferei emotionale a preadolescentilor,
specificul stabilitatii emotionale si a autocontrolului preadolescentilor. Se mentioneaza ca virsta
preadolescentd este o perioada senzitivd de dezvoltare a stabilitdtii emotionale, autoreglarii si
autocontrolului constient. Se descriu factorii care contribuie la dezvoltarea stabilitatii emotionale
si a autocontrolului preadolescentilor. Se analizeazd modul cum nivelul de dezvoltare a
stabilitatii emotionale §i a autocontrolului preadolescentilor influenteaza asupra
comportamentului acestora.

Cuvinte cheie: preadolescenta, autocontrolul, stabilitatea emotionala, comportamentul,
comportamentul deviant.

Situatia actuala din tara contribuie la cresterea incordarii emotionale a tuturor oamenilor.
Sunt destul de frecvent intdlnite printre populatie asa fenomene ca nelinistea, anxietatea,
frustrarea, neincrederea in ziua de maine, frica de viitor, agresivitatea, irascibilitatea, depresia
s.a. Situatiile dificile de viata Tnainteaza fatd de personalitate cerinte Tnalte: stabilitate emotionala
in diferite situatii, deprinderi de autoreglare a comportamentului $i emotiilor etc.

Aceasta problema destul de acut std, mai ales in varsta preadolescentei, care este o
perioada senzitiva de dezvoltare a stabilitatii emotionale, autoreglarii si autocontrolului constient.
Toate acestea faciliteazd procesul de crestere a stabilitatii emotionale.

Fiind o perioada de tranzitie de la copilarie spre adolescentd si maturitate, preadolescenta

este o varstd marcatd de afectivitate sporitd, care se manifestd intr-o excitabilitate usoara,

caracteristici mai sunt numite "complexe ale preadolescentei". Psihologii explicd aceste
fenomene ca fiind niste emotii turbulente pubertate ce survin in acest moment din viata.

Reactiile emotionale si comportamentul preadolescentilor pot fi explicate nu doar de
schimbarile hormonale. Ele depind, de asemenea, de o serie de factori sociali si familiali
( mediul 1n care cresc, se dezvoltd si relationeazd puberii), dar si de particularitatile si
caracteristicile individuale. Unul dintre cele mai importante este atmosfera emotionald in familie.
Cu cét ea este mai agitata, tensionatd, conflictuald si vulnerabild, cu atdt mai mare este riscul de
instabilitate emotionalda la puberi §i cu atdt mai puternice vor fi modificarile dispozitiei si
controlului emotional.

La preadolescenti sfera emotionala trece prin schimbari importante, care sunt determinate
de dorinta de "a fi adult mai repede”, pentru a avea un anumit loc 1n viata, dorinta de a se afirma
in ochii altora si de a fi mai presus de toti colegii lui. Aceasta insa, nu este o misiune usoard, mai
ales atunci cand exista dificultdti si contradictii in atingerea unor scopuri, ceea ce face ca
preadolescentii sa sufere mult. Pe acestia chiar si micile succese 1i inspira. Hipertutelarea din
partea parintilor, controlul excesiv, adulti enervanti si grijulii i influenteaza pe puberi, formand
la ei un anumit negativism, nemultumire si frustrari emotionale. Cele mai multe dintre conflictele
in educatia tinerilor apar tocmai din acest motiv. Deaceea, autoafirmarea, autoexprimarea si
sentimentele asociate sunt esentiale pentru dezvoltarea personalititii preadolescentului,
autocontrolului si sferei sale emotionale.

Puberii se caracterizeazd prin impulsivitate si afectivitate, modul de exprimare a
emotiilor acestora fiind diversificat iar durata reactiilor emotionale ridicata.

Primordiald si foarte valoroasd pentru dezvoltarea sferei emotionale a preadolescentului
este comunicarea cu semenii. Esecul de echipd poate fi o tragedie, iar lipsa prietenilor - 0
suferinta enorma. Unii preadolescenti se pot cufunda 1n lumea lor de vis, citesc cu lacomie carti,
zi si noapte pot juca jocuri pe calculator. Cu alte cuvinte, puberii fac tot posibilul si incearcd sa
se intoarcd de la realitatea din jurul lor. Altii devin agresivi fatd de respingerea colegilor sai,
acestia raspunzand la fel, cu agresiune, dand dovada de un comportament deviant ce s-a instalat
intr-o oarecare masura. Intr-un acces necontrolat de furie si emotii negative preadolescentul
poate agresa colegii, ori, pe de altd parte, poate manifesta autoagresie. Emotiile preadolescentilor
sunt Tn mare parte legate de aceastd comunicare cu semenii si cei din jurul lor. Prin urmare,
relatiile interpersonale cu persoane semnificativ pentru preadolescent stabilesc atat continutul,
ct si natura reactiilor emotionale. In acelasi timp, autorul V. Kunitsyn mentioneaza ca lipsa de
experientd conduce la faptul ca preadolescentul clddeste la baza etalonului sdu emotional niste

particularitati concrete, specifice individuale, dar nicidecum comune pentru toti. Ca urmare,
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elevii de aceastd varsta se caracterizeaza printr-o predispozitie la emotii negative si o oarecare
neconcordanta in sfera motivationala.

In randurile puberilor exista anumite reguli si cerinte in relatiile de prietenie - sensibilitate,
reactie, sprijin, precum si capacitatea de a pastra un secret, de a se intelege reciproc si a fi
empatici. Aceasta este perioada in care adolescentul Incepe sa aprecieze relatiile cu colegii si
semenii. Prietenia devine una dintre cele mai importante valori la aceastd varstd. Printr-0
prietenie adevarata, preadolescentul invata sia coopereze, sa-si asume unele riscuri de dragul
celuilalt, sa ajute un prieten.

Comportamentul puberului capatd nuante diferite la baieti si fete. Acestea din urma,
dezvoltandu-se mai repede din punct de vedere biologic, depdsesc cu usurintd adaptarea la noua
etapd de viata fiind mai stabile, mai sdrguincioase, mai comunicative.

Comportamentul fatd de paringi se schimba, dorinta de independentd, de a-si petrece
timpul liber cu cei de varsta lor dand nastere uneori la relationari conflictuale.

O alta sursa de conflict intern al puberului poate fi si modul cum s-a produs aceasta
maturizare. Maturizarea tardiva sau precoce modifica pozitia puberului in colectiv si relationarea
lui cu ceilalti. Respingerea, marginalizarea determina izolarea si formarea unei imagini de sine
necorespunzatoare a celui in cauza, iar calea spre devianta in astfel de situatii, devine foarte
scurta.

Astfel am putea face aici niste precizari caracteristice preadolescentilor si anume:

1. Sunt dezechilibrati, iuti la manie, la care de multe ori se poate schimba in mod
neasteptat starea de spirit.

2. Tind sa fie mai mari si exprima un protest atunci cand adultii continua sa-i considere
copiii si le limiteaza independenta.

3. Nevoia de a comunica cu colegii lor, in cazul in care comunicarea nu este eficientd sau
nici nu are loc — acestia traiesc o profunda experienta de inchidere in sine, devin agresivi fata de
altii si fata de sine.

4. Sunt mereu Ingrijorati de aspectul fizic si aptitudinile lor .

5. Au nevoie de dragoste si intelegere din partea parintilor si familiei, deoarece nu le este
intotdeauna clar de ce au loc anume schimbari 1n viata lor sociald si emotionala.

In literatura de specialitate problemei autocontrolului si sanatitii emotionale ii sunt
dedicate multiple cercetari, ca favorabilitate emotionald 1in varsta scolara mica si prescolara
(Perjan C., Racu I, Gingota N., Valilieva N., Sergheeva M), sfera afectivd in varsta

preadolescentei si adolescentei (Verdes A., Calancea A., Ibodaeva O. ), viata emotionald a



colectivului de copii ( Lutoschin A.), stabilitatea emotionald a elevilor (Novicova E., Cociubei
B.), stabilitatea emotionala a profesorului (Mitina L., Abolin L.).

Din confruntarea cu situatiile de viatd se nasc sentimente negative (urd, dispret) sau
pozitive (dragoste, admiratie). In ambele cazuri se produce proiectia personalititii si se
elaboreazd comportamente ce pun in evidentd relatia dintre dorintd-aspirapie-trebuinta si
realitatea lumii inconjuritoare. In literatura de specialitate se desprind doua tendinte in ceea ce
priveste comportamentul si atitudinea la puberi:

* pozitiva — puberul este echilibrat, sincer, dezinvolt, adaptat

* negativd — pesimism care presupune aparitia tulburdrilor emotionale (impulsivitate,
lipsa de armonie, potential delincvent)

Aceste aspecte se cristalizeaza si devin tot mai evidente, pe méasura ce puberul Thainteaza
in varsta, ele fiind prezente si in adolescenta. Spre sfarsitul perioadei trdirile emotionale devin
extrem de complexe. Spiritul competitional determind comportamente si stari emotionale legate
de trdirea succesului sau esecului. Apar astfel, sentimente de admiratie, invidie, suspiciune,
teama si frustrare.

Nerezolvarea precoce si la timp a problemelor puberului poate capata uneori forme
patologice (ticuri, depresie, abandon scolar, fuga de acasa, incalcarea legii, consum de droguri si
alcool, etc.). In planul personalititii se contureazi tot mai evident stiri de acceptantd sau de
respingere In raport cu adultii in care judecata morald si valoricd se supune exigentelor
superioare si a atitudinilor negative fata de compromisuri.

La aceasta se adauga diferentele culturale dintre parinti si copii, diferente ce se datoreaza
schimbarilor de statut cultural al tineretului si evolutia contemporana a unor noi domenii care
sociale, isi asuma in mod constient un anumit rol social. Aceasta determind instalarea identitatii
ca persoana care apartine unei anumite societati. Aceste roluri pot fi naturale (de varsta, de sex,
de nationalitate, cetdtenie) sau roluri de adeziune, legate de responsabilitatile sociale ale
puberului (rolul de elev, de membru al unei asociatii) si roluri potentiale, care se nasc prin
aparitia dorintelor, aspiratiilor, idealurilor.

Conform opiniei lui L. Kohleberg, intre 13 si 17 ani are loc acceptarea regulilor sociale,
dar si a responsabilitdtii morale, iar morala proprie devine element de satisfactie, sursd a
respectului fatd de sine. Tot acest proces complex de maturizare fizicd si de dezvoltare a
trasaturilor de personalitate formeaza spre sfarsitul perioadei comportamente stabile.

Dezvoltarea relatiilor cu ceilalti tineri este concretizatd prin comportamentul puberului in

grup. In aceasta perioada, mai mult decat in oricare alta, viata sociald se traieste cu o intensitate
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maximad. Grupurile constituite pentru joc, pentru invdtare sau pentru alte tipuri de actiuni au o
mare stabilitate si devin omogene pe criterii relativ constante (mai ales al sexului si varstei). De
exemplu, intre 10 si 12 ani baietii ignora fetele care sunt mai evoluate biologic decat ei. Grupuri
mixte de baieti si fete apar dupa aceasta varsta. Ceea ce ii incadreaza pe tineri Intr-un grup sau
altul sunt interesele comune si personalitatea.

Copiii care nu sunt integrati in grupuri, asa-numitii ,,nepopulari”, sunt aceia care
manifestd o inadaptare afectiva, de multe ori aceasta fiind o prelungire a relatiilor de disconfort
din familie. Acestia se pot manifesta prin hiperemotivitate (timizi, retrasi, interiorizati) sau din
contra certareti, zgomotosi si egoisti.

Daci e sa facem referinta la autocontrolul emotional la preadolescenti, apoi putem spune,
conform cercetdrilor din domeniu, ca de fapt, aceastd varstd e cam dificila pentru ca
personalitatea puberilor s dea dovada de un control emotional reglat.

Atunci cand avem posibilitatea sd ne pastram un comportament absolut normal, atunci
cand putem sa ne pastram controlul asupra intregului corp, indiferent de ceea ce ne este dat sa
traim, abia atunci putem sa spunem ca suntem inzestrati cu o mare putere de autocontrol. Sa fii
la fel de natural si in fata succesului si in fata esecului, sa nu te inflacarezi prea mult atunci cand
lucrurile 1ti merg bine si sd nu te Intristezi peste masurd atunci cand lucrurile iti merg prost. Sa
vorbesti si sa te comporti la fel, atat cu cel ignorant cat si cu cel intelept, atat cu cel sarac cat si
cu cel bogat este un mod de a manifesta autocontrolul.

Dintr-un alt punct de vedere, autocontrolul este echivalent cu atentia sustinutd. Astfel,
autocontrolul devine o necesitate deoarece nimic nu poate fi facut fara atentie. In fata unui
pericol iminent, autocontrolul este intotdeauna bine venit. Dacd nu vom intra in panica intr-un
moment periculos vom avea mai multe sanse sd scapam cu viatd sau sa reducem la minim
efectele dezastruoase.

Autocontrolul ne oferd arme redutabile impotriva méniei: smerenia, calmul si rdbdarea.
Nu credem ca exista vreun domeniu al vietii in care sa nu ne fie necesar autocontrolul; nu exista
vreun moment 1n viatd in care sa nu ne fie util autocontrolul, sub o forma sau alta.

Foarte multe persoane 1si doresc sa nu mai fie rautaciosi, sd nu mai rosteasca cuvinte fara
sa le gdndeasca, sd nu mai consume alcool etc., dar fard autocontrol nimeni nu poate sa obtina
ceva valoros in viata sa.

Stapanirea de sine conferd o mare putere charismatica. In concluzie, oriunde si oricand

autocontrolul este semnul distinctiv al omului superior.



O alta definitie a autocontrolului este - puterea de a-fi pdstra o gdndire coerentd,
capabila de a dispune la maxim de inzestrarile sale (cum ar fi: memoria, logica, perceptia,
intuitia), indiferent de situatiile prin care treci, se numeste autocontrol.

Din acest punct de vedere este vorba mai mult despre un control al gandurilor. Exemplul
potrivit pentru aceastd forma de control este cel al unui acrobat de la circ. Cel care detine
controlul asupra propriilor sale ganduri se aseamanad cu un acrobat care merge pe sarmd. Un
acrobat este tot timpul atent sd nu-si piarda echilibrul si totodatd trebuie sa execute salturile si
celelalte miscari pe care si-a propus sa le prezinte spectatorilor. Un om care-si controleaza
gandurile se aseamana cu un acrobat, deoarece el trebuie sa-si Tmbogateasca permanent anumite
ganduri, dar 1n acelasi timp atentia sa este orientatd in plan secundar, asupra unui cAmp cat mai
vast de perceptie a altor forme de manifestare a constiintei pure. Trebuie permanent sa-{i dezvolti
gandirea si totodatd sa elimini orice gand cand apare in substanta mentala fara acordul vointei
tale.

In perioada pubertitii, o datd cu amplificarea si complicarea relatiilor sociale, viitorul
adult se gaseste confruntat cu multiple situatii contradictorii, generate de prelungirea dependentei
sale fata de mediul familial si de dorinta puternica de afirmare a identitatii sale in viata sociala.
Nemaifiind copil, dar nedevenind inca adult, adolescentul resimte o necesitate puternica de a
savarsi gesturi si acte care sd-i confere constiinta autonomiei si sentimentul asimildrii unor
conduite noi si originale fatd de cele precedente. In asemenea comportamente cind se opun
activitatile copilaresti si gesturile mature, conflictele interne si cele externe, se pot descifra cel
mai bine cauzele pierderii autocontrolului si savarsirii unor acte cu caracter deviant.

Abandonul scolar sau fuga de acasa trebuie privita si prin aceasta perspectiva, a incercarii
adolescentului de a iesi din dependenta sa fata de parinti si tendintei de a evita rigorile vietii
socializate.

Imaturitatea, refularea afectivitatii, egocentrismul, sentimentul de injustitie, indisciplina,
renuntarea la sarcinile impuse de familie si scoald, ostilitatea fata de sanctiuni sunt numai céateva
din conduitele care sunt specifice perioadei de oscilatie intre statusul de adult si pozitia de copil,
antrenand puberii in sdvarsirea unor acte deviante nesanctionabile penal.

Instabilitatea emotionald, lipsa controlului propriilor actiuni se manifesta in aria
individuale (al predispozitiilor constitutionale tipului de sistem nervos), cat si rezultatul unor
dificultdti adaptive aparute in cadrul relatiilor interpersonale familiale sau al proceselor de

integrare in scoala.



Tendintele catre instabilitate si slabirea autocontrolului apar amplificate in cazul
familiilor dezorganizate, caracterizate prin spirit de dezordine, conduite antisociale si deficit
afectiv, contribuind uneori la agravarea comportamentului deviant si la transformarea sa in
comportament delicvent propriu-zis. in ansamblul lor sentimentele de nesiguranta, insecuritate si
labilitate a structurii personalitatii, care caracterizeaza instabilitatea afectiva si comportamentala
a tandrului nu trebuie interpretate ca factori determinanti ai unei conduite delicvente. Pentru
stabilizarea unei asemenea conduite este necesard asocierea altor factori negativi din mediul
familial si extrafamilial si menginerea unei dizarmonii puternice intre diferitele laturi de
dezvoltare a personalitatii preadolescentului.

Prin urmare putem concluziona ca preadolescenta  este o perioadd in care domind
conflictul de autoafirmare, de dobandire a unui status-rol, de aspiratie vocationald, se
construieste conceptia despre lume si viatd, se formeaza atitudini, are loc maturizarea biologica,

afectiva, volitiva, motivationala si morald, stabilirea de relatii sociale si integrarea sociala.
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yz Problema schimbarii reprezentarilor sociale

Summary

Can be social representation modified and transformed? There are many consistent
psycho-sociological studies which explain the accompanying transformation of social
representation processes. Are described various forms of changing in RS, and elements that
influenced RS. We can find several tipes of changes of RS. The explanatory factors were
identified and were described characteristics of social change etc. In this article | will reveal
these important issues in transformation / change of social representation.
Keywords: social representation, transformation, changes, attitudes, social practices, social
context, social change.
Rezumat
Poate oare fi modificatd si transformatd o reprezentare sociald? Sunt multe studii
psihosociologice consistente care explica procesele ce insotesc transformarea reprezentarii
sociale, sunt descrise diverse forme de schimbare a RS, elementele ce influenteaza RS, sunt
propuse mai multe tipuri de transformari ale RS, au fost identificati factorii explicativi ai
schimbarii RS, au fost descrise caracteristicile schimbarii sociale etc. In acest articol voi dezvilui
aceste aspecte importante intr-o transformare/schimbare a reprezentarii sociale.
Cuvinte cheie: reprezentare sociala, transformare, modificari, atitudini, practici sociale, context
social, schimbare sociala.

Reprezentarea sociald apare, se formeaza in cadrul societatii, in urma anumitor procese
sociale, este preparatd in societate, are o anumita duratd, o structurd interna elaboratd nedefinitiv
care poate fi supusd transformarii. Transformarea unei reprezentdri RS are loc datorita
elementelor sociale noi. Elementele noi pot fi idei, opinii, convingeri, atitudini, practici si
contexte noi. Ele pot fi impuse atat din afara grupului cat si de grupul insusi, cu scopul de a se
adapta la evenimentele noi. Astfel are loc modificarea unei RS.

Au fost realizate multe studii psihosociale pentru a identifica influenta atitudinilor,
practicilor si a contextului in formarea, modificarea si functionarea RS. Practicile sociale si
contextul au fost considerati in studiul RS, fie ca factori determinanti, fie ca declansatori ai
transformarii acesteia. Raporturile cauzale dintre atitudini, practici si context primesc in teoriile
recente noi valente, odatd cu impunerea unor metode si tehnici de prelucrare a datelor tot mai

evoluate.



Daca sa ne referim la raportul dintre atitudini si reprezentari, legaturile sunt unilaterale,
atitudinile avand un rol esential in geneza RS. Anumite componente ale reprezentarii sunt
evaluative, adicd sunt elemente cognitive considerate de catre subiect ca fiind pozitive sau
negative, aceste componente evaluative sunt piesele de baza ale atitudinii fata de obiectul
reprezentarii. S. Moscovici spunea ca cineva Invata si isi reprezinta ceva numai dupa ce a luat
pozitie fatd de acel lucru si este in acord cu aceasta pozitie. W. Doise, considera ca atitudinile
sunt precursoarele reprezentarilor i ca orice obiect al reprezentarii este obiect al unei atitudini. P.
Moliner sustine ca atunci cand o persoand isi schimba atitudinea nu se schimba structura
reprezentarii, ci doar valenta elementelor evaluative ce o formeaza. Abordarile recente, axate cu
predilectie pe dimensiunea evaluativa a atitudinii fata de obiectul sdu, au reliefat existenta a
trei componente: afectivd, cognitivd §i comportamentald. Cercetdrile recente spun cd o
atitudine a carei componente sunt congruente — prezintd o mare rezistenta in fata unei tentative
de influentare, de modificare a reprezentdrii sociale si orienteaza comportamentul uman. P.
Rateau 1in cercetarea sa consacratd grupului ideal confirmda doud ipoteze teoretice
preexistente: o schimbare a reprezentarii va atrage dupa sine si o schimbare a atitudinii; i,
luand 1n considerare informatiile pe care le avem despre structura si functionarea RS, putem
spune ca atitudinile se asociaza mai ales cu nucleul central al reprezentarii.

Daca literatura de specialitate in domeniul atitudinilor si al relatiilor acestora cu RS este
bogata si variatd, nu acelasi lucru se poate spune si despre studiile dedicate practicilor sociale,
desi acestea reprezintd o tema fundamentald pentru psihosociologi, mai ales in zilele noastre,
cand interesul s-a transferat dinspre individual spre social. Practica socialda — este o
experientd dobanditd ca urmare a exersarilor repetate ale unei activitati. Practicile sociale,
definite ca sisteme de actiune structurate social si instituite in diferite relatii in raport cu
rolurile sociale (D. Jodelet, S. Moscovici), au un rol semnificativ in cunoastere. Practicile si
reprezentdrile sunt organizate si generate prin intermediul habitusurilor, adica a ,,unor
sisteme de dispozitii durabile dispuse sd functioneze ca ansambluri structurante, adica in
calitate de principii generatoare si organizatoare de practici si de reprezentari” (P. Bourdieu,
2000).

Dupa J.C. Abric, sunt trei categorii de practici:

» Semnificante — ansamblu de conduite regulate, realizate in acord cu credintele,

impartasite de toti membrii grupului. Aceste practici pot influenta reprezentarea

sociald daca au semnificatii profunde pentru subiecti.



» Neconstrangatoare — sunt mai independente fatd de autoritate, normele sociale,
institutii obligatorii ale situatiei. Agentul social are posibilitatea de a alege dintr-un
set/evantai de optiuni, desi sunt norme sociale, dar ele permit alegeri diferite.

» Constrangatoare — presupun modificari ale mediului, aparitia unui eveniment
important. Practicile reiese din caracteristicile mediului fizic/material sau din
anumite constrangeri de putere. Schematic putem reda astfel:

Constrangeri = Pracici noi = Reprezentari sociale noi.

Practica sociala il determina pe actorul social sa apeleze la reprezentarea sociald pentru a
face o bund alegere. Practicile sunt 1in strdnsa legdturd cu raporturile
interpersonale/intergrupale si au trei caracteristici: sunt Tmpartagite social, au o frecventa
relativ ridicatd si sunt explicit formulate ca prescriptii comportamentale. Linia generald a
cercetarilor actuale conduce spre determinarea reprezentarilor de catre practici,
considerandu-se ca modificari ale circumstantelor externe antreneaza schimbari ale
practicilor sociale, care vor determina, la randul lor, modificari ale sistemului periferic al RS.
Efectul maxim de schimbare dinspre practici spre reprezentari se produce in situatii de
constrangeri materiale si sociale la nivelul grupurilor, dar, la randul lor, reprezentérile pot
determina practicile in situatii de incarcatura afectiva puternica. Pentru o bilateralitate a
relatiei pleda deja in 1994 J.C.Abric, pentru care problema esentiald ramane determinarea
rolului fiecarei dintre cele doua realitati. D. Mardellat, la rindul sau, proiecta relatia dintre
reprezentari si practici ca fiind una circulara, de interactiune si determinare reciproca. Claude
Flament descrie urmitoarea dinamica a transformarii reprezentarilor sub influenta evolutiei
practicilor sociale:

Modificari ale circumstantelor externe = Modificari ale practicilor sociale 2 Modificari ale
prescriptorilor conditionali = Modificari ale prescriptorii absoluti.

Deci, dupa C. Flament circumstantele externe sunt generatoarele schimbdrilor ce duc dupa
sine schimbarea practicilor sociale care sunt interfatd intre circumstantele interne ale
reprezentarii sociale, un model de dinamica reprezentationald in care primul loc este ocupat
de practici, mai exact de noile practici, care ar avea un rol hotarator in transformarea RS.
Conform acestui model, efectul practicilor asupra structurii reprezentarii depinde si de
modul in care subiectul percepe situatia , ea fiind reversibild sau ireversibila, in situafia
extremd (de ireversibilitate) producandu-se transformarea respectivei reprezentari. Mai
mult, intemeindu-se pe relevanta raportului reversibilitate/ireversibilitate, C. Flament il
propune drept reper pentru masurarea impactului unei modificdri de context asupra

reprezentarii. Modificarile circumstantelor sunt percepute ca reversibile. Comportamentele
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globale sunt cele care evolueaza pentru a se adapta schimbarilor circumstantelor externe. Din
simplu motiv de economie cognitiva se cere ca modificarile cognitive sa fie minimale. De aceea
la Inceput sunt supuse schimbarii prescriptorii conditionali (elementele periferice) intr-un fel sau
altul, deci fara modificarea prescriptorilor conditionali nu pot fi modificati nici prescriptorii
absoluti (nodul central). Cu alte cuvinte, nodul central este mai rezistent la schimbari si aceste
modificari sunt produse in sistemul periferic. C.Flament sustine ca schema data nu permite sa ne
facem o idee despre durata peocesului aga cum a constatat Andriamifidisoa dupa teoria lui Ibn
de transformare a reprezentarii sociale se interzice mai cu seama orice schimbare la nivelul
nodului central. Totul se petrece ca si cum subiectii credeau cd, schimband nodul central, aveau
sd cheltuiasca o mare energie cognitiva, dar stiau ca in catva timp vor trebui sd cheltuiasca din
nou aceeasi cantitate de energie pentru a reveni la punctul de plecare. Din punct de vedere al
economiei cognitive este, deci, avantajos sa se suporte o vreme eventualele modificari datorate
circumstantelor. Numai prescriptiile conditionale vor fi deci modificarea si se poate crede ca
intoarcerea circumstantelor la o situatie normald nu va sterge toate modificarile acestor
prescriptii ci vor ramane “urme” ale acestui episod. Desi atitudinle, practicile si contextul
contribuie fiecare, Intr-o masurd mai mare sau mai mica la transformarea RS, psihosociologii
considera ca influenta practicilor sociale este cea mai semnificativa. Relatiile celor trei realitati
din campul social se aseaza astfel pe o axa avand un pol al influentei minime 1n atitudini si unul
al influentei maxime in practicile sociale.

In ceea ce priveste rolul contextului social, modificirile mediului ambiant care provoaca
schimbari importante ale contextului pot determina modificari la nivelul obiectului reprezentarii.
M. Curelaru spune cd, in principiu, impactul contextului social se rasfrange asupra reprezentarii
prin intermediul practicilor sociale. El sustine cad cresterea influentei contextului pare sa fie
proportionald cu scaderea importantei aspectelor identitare si afective aflate in legdtura cu
practicile si RS respective.

In ceea ce priveste influenta contextului asupra RS, aceasta isi dovedeste pe deplin
consistenta, deoarece contextul socio-cultural este preexistent reprezentdrii, oferindu-i
acestuia un cadru de formare si transformare (evolutie), procese care de multe ori merg in
paralel la cele doua realitati.

Termenul de context a fost preluat din lingvistica si reprezintd o parte a unui text care-i

indispensabila pentru intelegerea altui text. lar pentru psihologie sunt trei sensuri:
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» Desemneaza orice aspect al unui studiu care nu este direct utilizat ca variabila 1n
masurare sau care sau care nu este explicit supus subiectului printr-un consemn. Are
o valoare metodologica.

» Desemneaza aspectele spatio-temporale ale unui ansamblu in care o structura
perceptiva specifica este inclusd ca unitate figurald partiald. Influenta contextului
modificd autonomia figurala si semnificatia structurii incluse.

» Desemneaza influenta endogena proprie unui subiect, adicd motivatia, acceptarea
sarcinii etc.

Contextul este ansamblu de elemente referitoare la mediul fizic, social, cultural si
temporal in care se manifestd comportamentele umane (Smelser si Baltes), coroborata cu
perspectiva functionald asupra reprezentarii, ca ,sistem de interpretare a realitdfii care
regleaza relatiile dintre indivizi si mediul lor fizic si social” (J.C. Abric, Ch. Guimelli) sau ca
»organizare semnificativd a realitdtii, semnificatie data fie de factori contigenti (contextul
imediat, natura situatiei), fie de factori mai generali (contextul social-ideologic, istoria
individului, a grupului)” (J.C. Abric), contureaza imaginea generald actuald a legaturilor
intre reprezentare si context. Astfel, reprezentarea apare ca fiind conditionata de context care
ofera subiectului chei de decodare ale situatiilor cu care acesta se confruntd si modele de
comportament pe care trebuie sa le elaboreze in ambele variante ale acestuia: a) contextul
imediat, adica natura si constituentii situatiei in care se produce reprezentarea; b) contextul
global, mai exact contextul ideologic si pozitia ocupatd de subiect sau de grup in sistemul
social. Referitor la contextul global-ideologic, actorii sociali se impart in trei categorii, in
dependentd de modalitatea de constructie a reprezentarii sociale:

v' Subiecti care isi construiesc reprezentarea utilizind surse informationale (mass-media,

stiintifice etc.) — contact teoretic cu fenomenul,

v" Subiecti care isi construiesc reprezentarea utilizand o experientd mediata de discutiile cu
altii — contact mediat de experienta altora;

v' Subiecti care isi construiesc reprezentarea din experienta proprie — contact direct cu
fenomenul.

Varieri ale contextului au fost realizate de catre Ch. Guimelli si ?Deschamps intr-un studiu,
in care ei au solicitat subiectilor sd raspunda la un chestionar o data pentru ei insisi, iar a doua
oara pentru altcineva. Au fost doud variante. In primul caz subiectii rispundeau prima dati asa
cum ar face o persoand apartinadnd propriului grup, si a doua oara ei rdspundeau cum ar face o
persoand dintr-un grup diferit. Astfel, ei au identificat doud contexte: 1) context ,,normal” —

subiectii dddeau propriile raspunsuri; 2) context ,,de substitutie” — subiectii dadeau raspunsurile
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presupus ca le-ar da ,,un francez, in general”. Raspunsurile oferite de respondenti erau foarte

diferite.

Ch. Guimelli ne propune urmatoarea schema de transformare a reprezentarilor:

v
v

aparifia unui eveniment caracteristic cu un Inalt grad de implicare pentru grup;
modificarea circumstantelor externe in urma acestui eveniment si modificarea
circumstantelor este perceputa ca ireversibild de catre subiecti;

aparitia practicilor noi care se impun Intr-un mod frecvent si sistematic in grup;
activizarea schemelor prescrise de practicile noi, ele le confera o anumita importanta
intr un camp reprezentational, influenta ce este proportionald cu frecventa lor, adica,
cu cat creste frecventa practicilor noi, cu atdt creste si ponderea schemelor ce le
corespund,

reorganizarea campului reprezentational, unele elemente intrd intr-o altd structurd
relationala iar altele se mentin sau dispar;

reamenajarea sistemului central prin fuziunea mai multor elemente intr-un concept

nou si unic.

Diversi cercetatori au studiat problema genezei, evolutiei, transformarii RS. Evident cd sunt

anumiti factori ce influenteaza transformarea reprezentdrii sociale. P. Durand si A.Weil disting

urmatorii patru factori explicativi ai schimbarii:

» factorul demografic (exodul ruralilor; malnutritia, explozia natalitatii);

»  progresul tehnic (incepand cu secolul XIX);

» valorile culturale (ofera noi modele de organizare umand, oferd oportunitate

>

organizarii unui camp social);
ideologiile (ele produc acte simbolice care mobilizeaza instaurarea ,,lupta” produc

strategii de combatere a adversarului si de schimbare a conceptiei sale).

Un factor este un element intr-o situatie datd capabil sa antreneze sau sa producd o

schimbare. Insa pentru ca schimbarea sa poatd avea loc sunt importante si conditiile schimbarii —

niste elemente ale situatiei care favorizeaza sau defavorizeazd, activeaza sau incetinesc,

incurajeaza sau franeaza influenta unui factor de schimbare. Conditiile si factorii schimbarii sunt

complementari. Pentru realizarea schimbarilor e nevoie ca subiectul sd fie motivat serios.

Motivele serioase sunt luate din cultura globald, din afara reprezentarilor sociale. Unele din ele

se impun uniform tuturor membrilor unei populatii, majoritatea motivelor serioase necoordonate

se distribuie in populatie.

Rolul de schimbare a reprezentarilor sociale si revine agentilor sau actorilor sociali. Ei

identifica ritmul schimbarii propagand idei, valori inovatii, noi stiluri comportamentale. Aceste
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modificari se realizeaza in cadrul unor colectivitati nu de unii anumiti actori sociali. Grupurile
sociale antreneaza fenomene si ansambluri de actiuni ce se constitui in procesele sociale cu
rezonanta structurald si istorica.

A. Mannoni descrie urmatoarele mecanisme de transformare a reprezentarii sociale:

I.  Are loc modificarea mentalitdtilor — care actioneaza ca niste stimuli in producerea
practicilor.

Il. Are loc schimbarea circumstantelor externe si reprezentarile sociale se transforma
progresiv.

Iar pentru casa se producd o schimbare a reprezentarii sociale, C. Flament si P.
Rouquette au identificat doud conditii necesare procesului transformarii:

» Transformarea sd fie consideratd de grupul social/actorii sociali ca fiind fara
posibilitatea de revenire;

» Grupul social/actorii sociali s manifeste interes in modificarea practicilor, pentru a
invinge inertia practicilor vechi. In cadrul acestei conditii intervin trei dimensiuni:
identificarea personald, valorizarea obiectului, perceptia posibilitatii de actiune.

La randul sau, P. Rocher propune 4 caracteristici principale ale schimbarii sociale.

v’ se manifesta ca un fenomen colectiv;

v este structurald, adicd modifica organizarea sociala in totalitatea sa sau principalele
sale componente;

v’ este o transformare in timp;

v este durabild, deci are un caracter de permanenta.

Pornind de la analiza lui P. Rocher, Adrian Neculau, defineste schimbarea sociala ca fiind
transformarea observabild in timp, care afecteaza intr-o maniera ce nu poate fi provizorie sau
efemera, structura si functionarea organizarii sociale a unei colectivitati date si care modifica
intregul curs al istoriei sale. Schimbarea sociald constituie o transformare observabild si
verificabila pe o perioada scurta de timp, deci, acelasi actor social poate, pe durata unei vieti sau
a unei perioade din viata sa, sa cunoascd rezultatul unei dezvoltari. Schimbarea sociala este
localizatd geografic si social si este provocatd adesea de un anumit eveniment (destramarea
URSS ex.), dar nu Tn mod obligator un eveniment declanseaza schimbarea. Este necesara o mare
cantitate de schimbare in ,,ordinea normald” si in cotidianul vietii sociale (de informatii, drepturi,
responsabilititi) pentru a declansa fenomenul de schimbare. In momentul cind structura
organizarii sociale este afectata, se modifica functionarea vechilor organisme sociale, atunci e

posibil diagnosticarea schimbarii. Dupa cum afirma A. Neculau in lucrarea sa ,,Schimbarea
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sociald”, numai schimbarea unor opinii sau atitudini care afecteaza grupuri mari, colectivitatii
largi si nicidecum indivizi izolati sau grupuri reduse, poate fi consideratda schimbare sociala.

Insa, in urma observarilor si cercetarilor empirice efectuate de multi savanti s-a determinat
ceil caracteristic schimbarilor. Schimbarea cuprinde urmatoarele nivele:

v"microsocial
v mijlociu
v" macrosocial

Schimbari radicale sunt exceptionale, de regula, si au urmatoarele caracteristici:

e Formele si manierele schimbarii sunt multiple si diverse (orice schimbare este
receptata diferit de gradul de populatie, punand problema de adaptare).

e Schimbarile presupune o comparare ce ating si identificd circumstantele care au
favorizat procentul si cauzele ce le-au produs.

e Toate procesele de schimb au un debut, un mijloc, un sfarsit. E important sd stim cum
se nasc, se dezvolta si se rezolva aceste procese.

e Schimbarile sunt declansate de anumite personalitati (cum ar fi eroii, sfintii, dictatorii,
etc.) care au pus amprenta pe plan politic, religios, ideologic, asupra unei epoci.
Alaturi de aceste personalitati sunt numerosi alti agenti care contribuie la mentinerea
sistemului, creand valori noi.

Conditiile schimbarii sunt elemente ale situatiei care favorizeaza sau defavorizeaza, activeaza
sau Incetinesc, Incurajeaza sau franeaza influenta unui factor de schimbare (exemplu de conditii:
o noua legislatie; o noua repartitie a bunurilor etc.).

Agentii schimbdarii sunt cei mai importanti Tn acest proces care implica reprezentarile
(credintele, atitudinea) si conduitele actorilor sociali implicati si presupune un proces de
interactiune. Schimbarea inseamna un proces de gandire, o stare de spirit, alegerea unui model, o
decizie. Iar consecinta poate fi spargerea identitatii, o rupturd pana la instalarea sistemului intr-
un nou echilibru. Actorul social actioneazd ca reprezentant al unui sistem si este prizonierul
mijloacelor utilizate de sistem pentru situatii de interactiune. Pentru a schimba mijloacele de
actiune, pentru a transforma campul construit, actorul dispune de o marja de libertati pe care o
utilizeaza ca strategie pentru interactiunile cu altii ( M. Crozier). Efectul efortului de schimbare
deseori poate intemeia, in grade sau la nivel individual, o stare de tensiune, un sentiment
oarecum confuz de anxietate, nostalgie fatd de trecut si fricd de viitor. Vointa de permanenta,

tendinta de conservare care asigura identificarea si sensul vin in contradictie cu schimbarea.
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Analiza dinamicii RS, a caracteristicilor si a resorturilor acesteia, 1-a condus pe J.C. Abric
(1994) la delimitarea a trei tipuri de transformare:

» transformarea rezistentd, in cadrul careia noile conduite sunt rationalizate de catre
subiect si pun 1n discutie, la un moment dat, elemente ale nucleului central;

» transformarea progresiva, care introduce schimbarea treptat, fara rupturi, unde noile
practici nu intra in conflict cu sistemul central;

» transformarea brutald, care apare In momentul in care noile practici, de o importanta
majora (o descoperire stiintifica, o catastrofa etc.), pun in discutie directa elemente
ale nucleului central, iar adaptarea reprezentarii devine imposibila.

Dintr-o alta perspectiva, interna, P. Moliner, P. Rateau (2002) identifica existenta a trei faze

in transformarea unei reprezentari:
v’ faza de emergentd, perioada care preceda aparitia credintelor stabile despre un
obiect de reprezentare;
v’ faza de stabilitate, caracterizatd prin relatii stabile intre elemente si o relativa
stagnare (faza de maturitate a reprezentarii);
v’ faza de transformare, unde apar elemente noi in raport cu obiectul reprezentarii,
elemente care exercita presiune asupra consensului existent intre elementele vechi ale
RS (transformarea vizeazd mai ales integrarea noilor elemente in structura
reprezentarii).

In concluzie putem spune cd cercetitorii sustin cd stabilitatea ca proprietate
fundamentala a RS nu exclude modificarea si transformarea acesteia, in circumstante bine
stabilite. In zilele noastre majoritatea deciziilor care produc schimbare au caracterul unor
schimbari ,,tehnice”, deci aceste schimbari pot fi prevazute sau ,,planificate” in urma fixarii
anumitor obiective si Intocmirii unui calendar al schimbarilor asupra carora se convine sa se
procedeze (de exemplu in pedagogie, in eficientizarea procesului instructiv-educativ, in
imbunatatirea calitatii muncii invatatorilor prin intermediul transformarii RS a muncii la cadrele
didactice etc.).

Summary
This article are described the theoretical and experimental research on self-esteem

development at aggressive adolescents. In research were included 193 adolescents. The result of
formative and control experiments are presented.

Rezumat

In acest articol sunt expuse rezultatele unui studiu teoretico-experimental privind dezvoltarea
stimei de sine la adolescentii agresivi. Sunt prezentate rezultatele studiului de constatare realizat
pe un esantion de 193 de subiecti, experimentul formativ si rezultatele experimentului de control.
Cuvinte-cheie: adolescenta, stima de sine, agresivitate.

Adolescenta este o perioada de profunde schimbari atat in plan fiziologic (testosteronul,
hormonul considerat responsabil de declansarea manifestarilor agresive, ajunge la cotele cele
mai ridicate), cat si psihologic (dorinta de maturizare, de castigare a independentei fatd de
adult). In consecintd, aceste transformiri pot conduce adesea la aparitia conflictelor intre
adolescenti si/sau adolescenti si persoane din anturajul acestora.

Conceptul de sine sau Sinele constd in totalitatea ideilor, perceptiilor, valorilor care
caracterizeaza “Eul” inclusiv constiinta a “ceea ce sunt” si “ceea ce pot”. Sinele perceput
influenteaza atét felul in care individul percepe lumea, cat si felul In care se comporta. Sinele,
concept integru, cuprinde o componentd psihologica, subiectivd (Eul ca subiect) si o
componentd sociald (Eul ca obiect, perceput, simtit), se refera la structuri identitare ale
personalitatii, la ceea ce nu individualizeaza pe fiecare din noi si nu ne deosebeste relativ de altii.
Sinele este o structurd psihica relativ stabild, care include cunostinte, credinte, convingeri,
atitudini, valori etc., structura constituita de-a lungul istoriei vietii omului datorita socializarii si
culturalizarii la care acesta este supus in procesul formarii propriei personalitati si identitati.
Notiunea de sine include imaginea exterioara care i se da si evaluarea care i se face individului
de catre ceilalti. Formarea si dezvoltarea sinelui consta in asimilarea de catre individ in cadrul
interactiunii sociale cu scop formativ a unor roluri si atitudini din exterior. Structura Sinelui

reflectd modelul de comportament al grupului caruia individul ii apartine. In procesul constituirii
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si dezvoltarii Sinelui, un rol deosebit revine comunicarii prin care se interiorizeaza experienta
sociala [1, 4, 7].

Conceptul de sine inglobeaza trei aspecte: imaginea de sine (ceea ce este o persoand),
sinele ideal (ceea ce o persoand ar vrea sa fie) si stima de sine (ceea ce simte o persoand cu
privire la incompatibilitatea, discrepanta dintre ceea ce este si ceea ce ar vrea sa fie). Conceptul
de sine, desi reflectd o realitate psihoindividuala, este prin geneza si esenta sa, reflectarea unei
realitdti psihosociale (relationale). Ca realitate psihoindividuald, de origine s$i naturd
psihosociala, Sinele include in structura sa cel pufin trei elemente componente: imaginea despre
noi insine, constiinta judecatii, evaludrii noastre de catre ceilalti si sentimentele pozitive sau
negative corespunzdtoare. Interactiunea celor trei elemente ale Sinelui dau ceea ce s-ar putea
numi constiinfa Sinelui - factor esential in adoptarea de catre fiecare individ, a unor atitudini
despre propria existenta.

Dupa G. Albu, stima de sine se referd la increderea in capacitatea proprie de a gandi, in
capacitatea de a face fatd provocarilor fundamentale ale vietii si la increderea in dreptul si
posibilitatea noastrd de a avea succes, de a fi fericiti, la sentimentul ca suntem indreptatiti sa ne
afirmam trebuintele si dorintele, sa ne implinim valorile si sa ne bucuram de rezultatele
eforturilor noastre. Stima de sine coreleaza in mod semnificativ cu rationalitatea, creativitatea si
capacitatea de a gestiona schimbarea, cu disponibilitatea de a recunoaste si de a corecta
posibilele erori. Nivelul global al stimei de sine al unei anumite persoane influenteaza
considerabil alegerile pe care le face in viata si stilul sdu existential. In acest context, o stima de
sine inaltd este asociata cu strategii de cautare a dezvoltarii personale si de acceptare a riscurilor,
erorilor, In timp ce o stima de sine scdzutd, in mod constant, implicd mai curand, strategii de
aparare si de evitare a riscurilor si esecurilor [2].

In literatura de specialitate occidentald, in ultimii 30 de ani au existat preocupari intense
pentru studiul agresivititii. In Republica Moldova, preocupirile pentru acest fenomen de
amploare — mai ales in viata scolii — sunt relativ recente.

Cele mai frecvente confuzii apar cu privire la aria conceptelor de agresivitate si violenta.
Astfel, in urma analizei pozitiei specialistilor vis-a-vis de definirea celor doud concepte putem
constata ca agresivitatea presupune intentia de a produce prejudicii unei/unor persoane, iar
uneori aceasta intentie este acceptabila din punct de vedere etic: depasirea unor obstacole,
rezolvarea unei probleme, reprezintd o potentialitate a fiintei umane ce poate sta la baza
comportamentului violent, desi nu orice act agresiv trebuie sa devina si violent si are 0 arie mai

larga, dar o intensitate mai mica a manifestarilor decat violenta.
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Dincolo de toata aceasta varietate, de multitudinea fatetelor din care poate fi analizata, de
diversitatea cauzala si a formelor de manifestare am adoptat urmatoarea definitie a agresivitatii:
conduita intentionatd care vizeaza producerea unor prejudicii (ranire, distrugere, daune) unor
persoane (inclusiv propriei persoane) sau obiecte.
experientele frustrante anterioare, supdrarea, boala mentald — inca de la Platon; procesul
invagarii prin expunerea la agresivitatea covdrstnicilor, a parintilor, a mijloacelor media;
violenta TV, jocurile video cu elemente agresive, expunerea repetata la violenta reald si cea de
divertisment; disciplina parentalad severa, expunerea la violenta media si predispozitia
temperamentald, Severitatea parintilor; coeficientul de inteligenta; afectele negative;
impulsurile necontrolate, controlul emotional scazut, perturbarile mentale ca factor de risc
semnificativ, perturbarile accentuate ale comportamentului sau dezvoltarea tulburdrii de
personalitate antisociala; un self-system pozitiv exagerat; perturbdrile rationamentului social,
abuzul sexual in copilarie etc.

Agresivitatea imbraca forme extrem de variate:

e fizice: lovire, raniri;

e verbale: injurii, amenintari, ironie, sarcasm, calomnie;

e afective: intimidare, indiferenta, plictiseala.

In cadrul cercetdrii empirice am incercat si studiem problema relatiei dintre

comportamentele agresive ale adolescentilor cauzate de autoaprecierea neadecvata a sinelui.

Scopul cercetdrii: studierea relatiei dintre nivelul de agresivitate a adolescentilor cu

imaginea de sine adecvata si neadecvata.

Ipotezele cercetarii: nivelul scazut al stimei de sine determind manifestarea frecventa a
comportamentului agresiv; la adolescentii ce manifestda comportament agresiv existd
neconcordanta dintre stima de sine adecvata si neadecvata.

Tehnicile empirice administrate:

e scala Rosenberg de evaluare a stimei de sine;

e scala Berger M. Emanuel de autoacceptare;

e testul studierea autoaprecierii generale, de G.N. Kazanteva

e testul proiectiv Rosenzweig de toleranta la frustrare.

e chestionarul de agresivitate Buss-Darkee.

e chestionarul de agresivitate Buss & Perry.
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Esantionul de cercetare a fost constituit din 193 de adolescenti, clasa IX-a - Xll-a cu
varsta cuprinsa intre 15 — 19 ani.

In cadrul experimentului de constatare au fost obtinute urmatoarele rezultate:

Unsprezece baieti din 26 (42,3%) si doudsprezece (22%) fete din 54 au obtinut rezultate
care reflectd un nivel scazut de autoacceptare. Acesti elevi au parere negativa despre sine.
Rezultate care reflectd nivelul mediu al autoacceptarii au fost obtinute de treisprezece (50%)
baieti si treizeci si cinci (64,8%) de fete. Pentru majoritatea dintre noi aceasta este o reflexie
destul de corecta a abilitatilor noastre si a dorintei de perfectionare. Doar doi (7,6%) baieti si
sase (11,1%) fete din numarul total de adolescenti de aceasta varsta au obtinut rezultate ce

Rezultatele obtinute in experimentul de constatare ne-au motivat sd realizdm un
experiment formativ In scopul diminuarii agresivitatii si dezvoltarea stimei de sine. Pentru a
realiza experimentul formativ am selectat 2 grupuri omogene — unul experimental si altul de
control, ambele constituite din 10 elevi ce au obtinut valori inalte la variabila agresivitate si
nivel scazut la variabila stima de sine. Au fost realizate 14 sedinte de trening.

Rezultatele experimentului de control au fost urmatoarele:

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verbala, sentimentul vinovitiei, ostilitate la elevii din esantionul experimental in comparatie cu

Datele prezentate in figura 14 ne permit sa concluzionam, ca drept urmare a realizarii
interventiilor psihologice am reusit sa diminuam rezultatele la toti indicii la testul Buss — Perry
pentru adolescentii din esantionul experimental. Diferentele n rezultate sunt statistic
semnificative la p=0,001 - a scazut semnificat gradul de agresivitate fizica si agresivitate
verbala,

In acelasi timp mentionam ci am reusit in cadrul interventiilor psihologice si influentim
dezvoltarea stimei de sine la adolescentii care au participat in experimentele formative.
Diferentele sunt statistic semnificative, p= 0,01 cu rezultate mai mari pentru adolescentii din

Summary
Anxiety in adolescence is experiencing a very high frequency. Anxiety represents the
manifestation of the child's unfavourable emotional states and has negative impacts on all spheres
of life of adolescents. The changes act inimical effects on adolescent’s affectivity and personality.
In this context it is imperative to diminish anxiety as soon as possible in order to avoid favouring
the emergence of social phobia or to prevent anxiety establishment as a stable personality
formation. Anxiety can be reduced and controlled through the creation and the implementation of
the complex program of psychological intervention. The effectiveness of complex psychological
formative intervention program is illustrated by comparing and highlighting differences between
the results obtained in control group and experimental group. It was signalized that a complex
psychological formative intervention program influenced positively on emotional development
and on the personality diminishing anxiety.

Rezumat
Anxietatea este o problema acuta a timpurilor in care tradim si se intalneste la toate varstele.
Actualmente adolescentii sunt cei care experimenteazd o anxietate intensd. Anxietatea are
repercusiuni semnificative asupra sferei emotionale si a personalititii adolescentului. In acest
context este important ca anxietatea sa fie eliminata pentru a prevenii fobiile §i prezenta anxietatii
ca trasatura stabila de personalitate. Anxietatea poate fi redusa si controlata printr-un program de
interventie psihologica. Eficienta programului de interventie psihologica este prezentatd prin
compararea rezultatelor adolescentilor din GE/retest cu rezultatele adolescentilor din GC si prin
compararea rezultatelor adolescentilor din GE/retest cu rezultatelor adolescentilor GE/test. A fost
constatat ca programul complex de interventii psihologice influenteazd pozitiv dezvoltarea
emotionald si cea de personalitate a adolescentului diminuand anxietatea.

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Perioada adolescentei cuprinde o serie de caracteristici specifice, un ansamblu de
transformari evolutive, extrem de nuantate, de natura bio-psiho-sociald, marcand stabilitatea
personalitatii. Adolescenta reprezintd, astfel, cea mai complexa etapa de dezvoltare a individului,
in drumul sau spre maturitate.

Consideratd o perioada de criza, stari conflictuale, agitatie, revoltd, stres, framantari,
acumulare de presiune, neliniste si anxietate toate datorate transformarilor fizice, emotionale,
cognitive si sociale [4].

Dintre toate trairile negative ale adolescentului, anxietatea ocupa un loc aparte, deseori
ducand la inhibarea comportamentului, la subminarea resurselor proprii, la scaderea capacitatii de
munca, a productivitatii activitatii si la dificultati in comunicare [4].

In demersul nostru ne-am axat pe studierea anxietitii, care a fot diagnosticatd la
adolescentii testati in raport de 24%. Acesti adolescenti traiesc emotii neplacute de incordare,
neliniste si nesigurantd. Consecintele pe termen lung ale anxietatii se reflectd asupra comunicarii,
sferei afective, cognitive, motivationale, asupra identitatii de sine §i autoaprecierii determinand
ticuri nervoase, inhibare, inchidere in sine, agresivitate fata de cei din jur si scaderea performantei.

In aceastd ordine de idei, este absolut necesar ca anxietatea s fie eliminata cat mai curand
posibil, pentru a evita favorizarea aparitiei fobiei sau in scopul preintimpinarii instaurarii
anxietatii ca o formatiune stabila de personalitate.

In scopul diminudrii si combaterii anxietatii la adolescenti am elaborat si am implementat
un program de interventie psihologica formativa.

Interventia psihologicd reprezintd un sistem de mijloace, metode, procedee si tehnici
psihologice care urmareste diminuarea anxietatii scolare si consecintelor acesteia prin intermediul
optimizarii autocunoasterii dezvoltarii emotionale si a personalitatii adolescentului.

Programul psihologic complex de interventie creat si implementat s-a bazat pe obiective si
principii concrete si cuprinde multiple metode, procedee si tehnici.

Plecand de la natura, caracteristicile si factorii psihologici implicati in aparifia anxietatii
scolare am determinat urmatoarele obiective de baza pentru experimentul formativ:

1. Stimularea, dezvoltarea, optimizarea si corectia autoaprecierii si increderii In sine prin crearea
unui climat favorabil de comunicare si interactiune in care se realizeaza autocunoasterea
propriilor dorinte, nevoi si obligatii; inlaturarea identificarea si valorificarea resurselor
personale, depdsirea blocajelor; recunoasterea si Inldturarea cauzelor care genereaza fricile,
frustrarile, prejudecatile si temerile personale;

2. antrenamentul abilitdfilor pentru managementul anxietatii ce include: Invatarea §i exersarea

unor tehnici de relaxare, meditatie si respiratie in vederea inldturarii Tncordarii si tensiunii
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psihomusculare si emotionale; tehnici de restructurare si modificare a gandurilor si atitudinilor
nerealiste si negative care stau la baza anxietatii; tehnici de rezolvare de probleme si de luare a
deciziei; modalitati de transformare a comportamentului de evitare intr-un comportament activ
de solutionare a problemelor [7].

Principiile fundamentale care au stat la baza elaborarii programului de interventie
psihologicd sunt: principiul unitatii corectiei si diagnosticarii, principiul utilizarii unui set de
metode 1n cercetarea psihologica, principiul experientei ,,aici i acum”, principiul competentei
active, principiul valorificarii potentialului personalitatii, principiul orientarii spre necesitagile si
solicitarile adolescentilor, principiul implicarii active a adolescentului, principiul facilitarii si
stimularii cresterii continue.

In activitatile de interventie psihologica implementate am practicat o diversificare de stiluri
de comunicare, de tehnici, procedee si modalitagi de lucru elaborate in conformitate cu orientarile
psihologice de baza, dintre care vom enumera:

1)tehnicile expresiv-creative (desenul, fantezia, colajul, realizarea de povesti si povestiri,
caruselul emotiilor, elemente din terapia prin joc, exercitiul dramaterapeutic, exprimarea prin miscare,
exprimarea prin dans, improvizatia muzicald);

2)exercitii de constientizare cu suport imaginativ si de restructurare cognitivd (tehnica
fanteziei ghidate, tehnici de diminuare si integrare);

3)exercifii de constientizare corporald (trainingul sau antrenamentul autogen, relaxarea
progresiva Jacobson) [1, 2, 3, 5, 6, 8, 9, 10].

In experimentul formativ au fost inclusi 24 de adolescenti din liceul teoretic ,,Mircea cel
Batran” din municipiul Chigindu, cu varsta cuprinsa intre 15 — 16 ani, a cate 12 in grupul de control si
grupul experimental. Limita numarului de copii a fost impusa de cerintele de organizare a grupului
de diminuare a anxietatii si psihoterapie care recomanda ca numarul maxim de membri sa fie 12.
Pentru grupul experimental au fost selectati adolescenti din mai multe clase care manifestau un
grad ridicat de anxietate. Selectia s-a realizat anume in acest mod, incercandu-se astfel crearea
unui grup nou care si nu se construiascd pe structuri grupale mai vechi. In mod similar a fost
constituit §i grupul de control. Grupurile au fost neomogene, fiind alcatuite din baieti si fete.

Interventiile psihologice au fost realizate cu o frecventa de doua ori pe saptdmana in decurs
de doua luni, astfel numarul total a constituit 16 de activitati. Durata unei activitati a fost intre 1 si
3ore.

Pentru a estima efectul produs asupra esantionului experimental prin intermediul

programului psihologic complex de diminuare a anxietatii elaborat si implementat, am administrat
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urmatoarele tehnici si chestionare: Scala de Manifestare a Anxietatii Taylor, Inventarul de
expresie a Anxietatii ca Stare si Trasatura si Chestionarul 16 PF Cattell Forma C.

Investigarea multilaterald a datelor obtinute de adolescentii de 15 — 16 ani va fi realizatad in
urmatoarele 2 directii: 1) compararea si evidentierea diferentelor obtinute intre: adolescentii
grupului de control si adolescentii grupului experimental/retest si 2) in scopul evaluarii eficacitatii
efectelor de diminuare a anxietdfii vom compara rezultatele obtinute de adolescentii grupului
experimental/retest cu rezultatele adolescentilor grupului experimental/test.

Prima directie. Rezultatele obtinute in urma aplicarii testelor la adolescentii din grupul de
control si la adolescentii din grupul experimental de 15 — 16 ani sunt prezentate in continuare.

Pentru compararea nivelului anxietatii caracteristic adolescentilor de 15 — 16 ani din grupul
de control si la adolescentii din grupul experimental vom urmari scorurile la Scala de Manifestare

a Anxietatii Taylor:

Prezentarea graficd a rezultatelor experimentale, obtinute de adolescenti, indica deosebiri
intre rezultatele medii ce exprima manifestarea anxietdtii in GC si GE/retest. Rezultatele medii
obtinute de adolescentii din cele doua grupuri sunt urmatoarele: GC — 27,33 (un. medii) si
GE/retest — 20,16 (un. medii). Am aplicat testul Mann-Whitney pentru a determina daca exista sau
nu diferente intre grupul de control si grupul experimental. Testul Mann-Whitney indica diferente
semnificative Intre rezultatele grupului de control si grupului experimental (U=64, p=0,05) cu
rezultate mai mici pentru adolescentii din grupul experimental.

Aceste date ne permit sa constatam ca adolescentii din GE/retest, spre deosebire de semenii
lor din GC, manifestd o diminuare a anxietatii. Ei au devenit mai linistiti, mai calmi §i mai
temperati. In situatiile dificile si noi, ei incearcd si-si controleze emotiile, ingrijorarea si
incertitudinea pe care le resimt, prin transformarea trairilor negative in stari emotionale pozitive,

prin intermediul tehnicilor de inldturare a incordarii psihoemotionale si al modelelor de
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comportament sigur, Insusite In cadrul activitatilor special organizate. Dar totusi aceste
manifestari nu sunt reactii totdeauna constante si uneori au un caracter situativ.
Pentru a vizualiza diferentele obtinute de adolescentii din GC si GE/retest la anxietatea —

reactiva si anxietatea — stabila,vom ilustra rezultatele obtinute prin urmatoarea diagrama:

Drept urmare a aplicarii Inventarului de expresie a anxietdfii ca stare si trasatura,
observam anumite schimbari survenite in rezultatele la AS si AR pentru adolescentii din GE/retest,
comparativ cu cei din GC (AR: GC — 26,41 un. medii; GE/retest — 20,75 un. medii si AS: GC —
42,75 un. medii; GE/retest — 34,66 un. medii. Diferente statistic semnificative dupa testul Mann-
Whitney sunt prezente atat pentru anxietatea reactiva (U=59, p=0,05) cat si pentru anxietatea
stabila (U=60, p=0,05), cu rezultate mai mici pentru adolescentii din GE/retest.

Adolescentii  din GC care nu au participat la activitdtile special organizate in vederea
diminudrii anxietatii nu manifesta schimbari in anxietatea pe care o trdiesc, in timp ce adolescentii
din celalalt grup (GE/retest) manifestd un nivel mai jos de AS si AR. Trdirea starilor afective
pozitive, sentimentul unitétii cu ceilal{i membri ai grupului, satisfacerea necesitatii de comunicare
cu semenii, de confirmare si stimulare in grup a cunostintelor pozitive despre propria persoana, a
increderii in sine, a importantei personale pentru ceilalfi, recunoasterea capacitatilor si resurselor
personale, toate acestea au determinat reducerea AS si AR.

In continuare vom examina rezultatele obtinute de adolescentii din GC si GE/retest la

Expunerea grafica a rezultatelor indica o crestere usoara a scorurilor medii la adolescentii
inclusi in GE/retest pentru urmatorii factori:Factorul A:schizotimie-ciclotimie (6,16 un. medii GC
si 7,08 un. medii GE/retest ), Factorul B:inteligenta (5,66 un. medii GC si 6,75 un. medii
GE/retest), Factorul F: ingrijorare vs. nepasare (5,08 un. medii GC si 6,25 un. medii GE/retest),
Factorul G: supraeu slab vs. forta supraeului (6,08 un. medii GC si 7,16 un. medii GE/retest),
Factorul M: preocupare fata de aspecte practice vs. ignoranta fata de aspecte practice (3,16 un.
medii GC si 4,5 un. medii GE/retest), Factorul N: clarviziune vs. Naivitate(5,66 un. medii GC si
6, 0 un. medii GE/retest), Factorul Q1::radicalismul vs. conservatorismul (3,91 un. medii GC si
4,08 un. medii GE/retest), Factorul Q2:atitudine de dependenta vs. independenta (6,08 un. medii
GC si 7,16 un. medii GE/retest), Factorul Q3: sentiment de sine slab vs. sentiment de sine
puternic (6,08 un. medii GC si 6,16 un. medii GE/retest).

La urmatorii factori s-a inregistrat o usoard descrestere a scorurilor medii: Factorul C:
stabilitatea vs. instabilitatea emotionala (5,58 un. medii GC si 4,83 un. medii GE/retest), Factorul
H: timiditatea vs. Indrazneala (5,08 un. medii GC si 4,08 un. medii GE/retest),Factorul I: harria vs.
premsia (4,33 un. medii GC si 3.91 un. medii GE/retest), Factorul O: 1incredere vs. tendinta spre
culpabilitate (7,16 un. medii GC si 6,08 un. medii GE/retest) si Factorul Q4: tensiune ergica slaba
vs. tensiune ergica ridicata (5,91 un. medii GC si 5,5 un. medii GE/retest).

Prelucrarea statistica a rezultatelor adolescentilor din GE/retest si ale celor din GC ne-a
permis sa constatdm diferente statistic semnificative la factorii ce tin de neliniste, Ingrijorare si
anxietate: Factorul F: ingrijorare vs. nepasare (U=50,5, p=0,05) si Factorul O: incredere vs.
tendintd spre culpabilitate (U=60, p=0,05). Au intervenit schimbari favorabile si pentru
personalitate in ansamblu, fapt confirmat de diferentele statistic semnificative la factorii: Factorul

C: instabilitate emotionala vs. stabilitate emotionala (U=52, p=0,01); Factorul G: supraeu slab vs.
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forta supraeului (U= 66, p=0,05). Schimbarile mentionate in personalitatea adolescentului au
determinat si ele descresterea nivelului de anxietate.

Generalizand rezultatele obtinute dupa aplicarea Chestionarului 16 PF Cattell Forma C,
constatdim cd adolescentii din GE/retest spre deosebire de adolescentii din GC, sunt mai linistiti,
mai destingi, mai optimisti, mai indrazneti si au o reactivitate emotionald moderatd. Aceste
transformari se datoreaza formadrii abilitatii de autocontrol emotional si descoperirii propriilor
trasaturi si capacitati.

A doua directie. Pentru a investiga in ce masura schimbdrile enumerate se datoreaza
programului psihologic de reducere a anxietatii scolare vom examina rezultatele obtinute de
adolescentii din grupul experimental in test si retest.

In continuare, in figurile 4, 5, 6 sunt ilustrate rezultatele experimentului de control pentru

adolescentii din GE:

Prezentarea grafica a rezultatelor experimentale, obtinute de adolescenti, indica deosebiri
intre rezultatele medii ce exprima manifestarea anxietatii in GE/test si GE/retest. Rezultatele
medii obtinute de adolescentii din cele doua grupuri sunt urmatoarele: GE/test — 30,83 (un. medii)
si GE/retest — 20,16 (un. medii). La prelucrarea statistica a datelor obtinute prin aplicarea testului
T-Student, au fost depistate diferente statistic semnificative (t=2,917, p=0,08),cu rezultate mai
mici pentru adolescentii din GE/retest.

Schimbarile semnificative, obtinute de adolescenti la indicele anxietate, se datoreaza
optimizdrii generale a starilor psihoemotionale prin dezvoltarea deprinderilor de autocontrol
emotional, prin insusirea tehnicilor de relaxare si reglare psihicd, prin extinderea trasaturilor de
personalitate, prin dezvoltarea competentelor comunicative §i prin exersarea unui comportament

sigur si optimist.
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In mod deosebit, ne-am propus si observim cum se modifica tipurile de anxietate la
adolescenti ca urmare a aplicarii programului de interventie psihologica.
Datele obtinute la aplicarea repetatd a Inventarul de expresie a anxietdtii ca stare si

trasaturd, dupa experimentul formativ sunt expuse in figura 5.

Pentru cele douad dimensiuni ale anxietatii (AS si AR) se atestd modificari datorate
interventiilor psihologice din experimentul formativ. Compararea rezultatelor ne permite sa
constatdm deosebiri de medii: AR: GE/test — 25,83 (un. medii), GE/retest — 20,75 (un. medii) si
pentru AS: GE/test — 44,83 (un. medii), GE/retest — 34,66 (un. medii). Pentru a determina daca
exista sau nu diferente intre GE/test si GE/retest am aplicat testul T-Student, astfel au fost
obtinute diferente semnificative la variabila AR (t=3,429 p=0,002) cu rezultate mai mici pentru
adolescentii din GE/retest.

Remarcam faptul cd programul psihologic de diminuare a anxietatii are un impact pozitiv
asupra AR si a AS. Adolescentii din GE/retest manifestd nivel moderat de anxietate — reactiva si
anxietate — stabila. Drept consecintd a acceptdrii de sine, a dezvoltarii increderii in sine si a
ridicdrii autoaprecierii, se imbogatesc si se diversifica reactiile afective ale adolescentilor fata de
diferite situatii si circumstante. In acelasi timp, vom mentiona ci ele se manifesti cu unele
reticente.

Particularititile de personalitate ale adolescentilor din GE au fost retestate prin
Chestionarul 16 PF Cattell Forma C.

In continuare vom examina detaliat scorurile caracteristice ale mediilor.

Compararea rezultatelor medii cu privire la adolescentii din GE/test si GE/retest denota o
micsorare a scorurilor medii dupa interventiile psihologice privind urmatorii factori: Factorul C:
stabilitatea vs. instabilitatea emotionala (GE/test — 5,0 un. medii si GE/retest — 4,83 un. medii),
Factorul H:timiditatea vs. indrazneala (GE/test — 4,25 un. medii si GE/retest — 4,08 un. medii),
Factorul I: harria vs. premsia (GE/test — 6,25 un. medii si GE/retest — 3,91 un. medii),Factorul O:
incredere Vs. tendinta spre culpabilitate (GE/test — 7,83 un. medii si GE/retest — 6,08 un.
medii),Factorul Q3:sentiment de sine slab vs. sentiment de sine puternic (GE/test — 6,25 un.
medii §i GE/retest -6,16 un. medii) si Factorul Q4: tensiune ergicd slaba vs. tensiune ergica
ridicata (GE/test — 7,08 un. medii si GE/retest 5,5 — un. medii).

Totodata s-a constatat si 0 marire a scorurilor pentru: Factorul A: schizotimia vs. ciclotimia
(GE/test — 6,16 un. medii si GE/retest— 7,08 un. medii), Factorul B:inteligenta (GE/test — 6,16
un.medii si GE/retest — 6,75un.medii),Factorul E: supunere vs. dominanta (GE/test — 4,25 un.
medii si GE/retest — 5,83 un. medii), Factorul F: expansivitate vs. nonexpansivitate (GE/test —
4,33 un. medii si GE/retest — 6,25 un. medii), Factorul H:timiditatea vs. indrazneala (GE/test —
4,25 un. medii si GE/retest — 4,8 un. medii),Factorul L:atitudine increzatoare Vvs. suspiciune
(GE/test — 3,58 un. medii si GE/retest — 3,83 un. medii), Factorul M: preocupare fata de aspecte
practice vs. ignoranta fata de aspecte practice (GE/test — 4,16 un. medii si GE/retest — 4,5 un.
medii),Factorul N:clarviziune vs. timiditate (GE/test — 5,25 un. medii si GE/retest — 6,0 un.

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Analiza statistica a rezultatelor adolescentilor din GE/retest si ale celor din GE/retest ne-a
permis sa constatim diferente statistic semnificative la factorii ce tin de neliniste, Ingrijorare si
anxietate: Factorul F: ingrijorare vs. nepasare (t=4,412, p=0,001), Factorul O: incredere vs.
tendinta spre culpabilitate (t=3,237, p=0,004) si Factorul Q4: tensiune ergica slaba vs. tensiune
ergicd ridicata (t=3,886, p=0,001). Au intervenit schimbari favorabile si pentru personalitate in
ansamblu, fapt confirmat de diferentele statistic semnificative la factorii: Factorul E supunere vs.
dominanta (t=2,685, p=0,014), Factorul I: harria vs. premsia: (t=-3,013, p=0,006) si , Factorul Q2:
atitudine de dependenta vs. independenta (t=-3,647, p=0,001). , Factorul C: instabilitate
emotionald vs. stabilitate emotionald (p=0,05); Factorul G: supraeu slab vs. forta supraeului
(p=0,05) si Factorul Q3: sentiment de sine slab vs. sentiment de sine puternic (p=0,05).
Schimbarile mentionate in personalitatea adolescentului au determinat si ele descresterea nivelului
de anxietate.

Datele obtinute demonstreazd cd preadolescentii din GE, in urma programului de
interventie psihologica, devin mai echilibrati, mai temperati, toleranti, linistiti i descatusati, iar
uneori manifestd atitudine generald de indiferentd. Cu toate acestea, ei au o gandire rigida, o
rezistenta joasa la stres, conflicte interne, o reprimare a unor sentimente, atitudine suspicioasa fata
de cei din jur si tendinte spre deprimare, pesimism si culpabilitate. Cateodata, pe acest fundal pot
aparea sentimente de solitudine si insuficienta.

Generalizand rezultatele experimentului de control in ceea ce priveste adolescentii din GE,
putem afirma cd prin activitati special organizate, care sunt axate pe scaderea tensiunii emotionale,
activizarea resurselor proprii, pe exersarea si insusirea comportamentelor efective, incredintate si
optimiste in diferite situatii de viata (familie, scoala, grup de semeni, societate), se poate influenta
pozitiv asupra afectivitatii adolescentilor reducand anxietatea.

Rezultatele expuse in acest articol ne permit sa formulam urmatoarele concluzii:

1. Adolescentii din grupul experimental/retest au demonstrat rezultate ce indicd un nivel
mai scazut de anxietate (anxietate reactiva, anxietate stabila) comparativ cu adolescentii din grupul
de control. In comportamentul acestor adolescenti s-au produs urmitoarele modificari: atenuarea
instabilitatii, excitabilitdtii, emotivitatii, nervozitdtii, tensiunii psihice, sentimentalismului,
tendintei de culpabilitate si descurajarii. Acesti adolescenti au devenit mai calmi, mai temperati,
mai stapani pe sine, incredintati in propria lor persoand, adaptabili, cu un tonus psihic pozitiv si
dispusi sd-si controleze emotiile.

2. Prin activitdtile de interventie psihologicad, diminuarea anxietatii la adolescentii din

grupul experimental/retest este posibild numai partial, de la nivelul ridicat pana la nivelul moderat.
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Atenuarea anxietatii (anxietatea reactiva, anxietatea stabild) pana la nivelul redus considerat

optimal si necesar ca motivator in activitatile desfasurate, nu a fost posibila.

3. Rezultatele obtinute aratd ca aplicarea unui program psihologic de diminuare a

anxietatii si a repercusiunilor acesteia are un impact pozitiv asupra dezvoltarii emotionale, in

special, si a personalitatii adolescentului in Intregime.
